Minutes of the Annual Hilmarton Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 3rd May 2011 in Hilmarton Community Room starting at 8.10pm

There were no members of the public present

Item 1 – Election of Chairman and Signing of Acceptance of Office
1.1  Cllr McFadzean nominated Cllr Wilkins for the position of Chairman this was seconded by Cllr Keevil.  There were no other nominations and the vote was passed unanimously.
1.2  Cllr Wilkins signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office. 

Item 2 – Election of Vice Chair 

2.1 Cllr Wilkins asked Cllr Broadhead if he would consider the position of Vice Chair as no nominations were put forward.  Cllr Broadhead agreed and the proposal was passed unanimously. 

Item 3 – Declaration of Interest in items on the Agenda
3.1   There were no declarations of interest in items on the Agenda.

Item 4 – Apologies for absence
4.1  Apologies were received from Cllrs: Henly, Jeary, Peckham and Procter.  Cllr Hodgkinson sent apologies following the meeting.  Cllr Christine Crisp (WC) had also sent apologies.

Item 5 – Appointment of Members to serve on the following Committees
The following Committee appointments were discussed, proposed and agreed. 
5.1    PLANNING SUB COMMITTEE – Cllrs: Wilkins, Henly, McFadzean, Procter, Peckham, Files, Mastin-Lee and Hodgkinson plus any other Councillor from the area appertaining to the Planning Application. 
5.2    GOATACRE VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE – Cllr Hodgkinson. 
The above were all agreed unanimously. 

Item 6 – Appointment of Representatives for the following Bodies
The following appointments to Bodies were discussed, proposed and agreed. 
6.1   COUNTY RIGHTS OF WAY - Cllrs: Files and Broadhead. 
6.2  COUNTY TRANSPORT – Cllr Peckham.  
All the above were agreed unanimously.


Item 7 – Appointment of Bank Signatories
7.1    Cllrs: Wilkins, Henly and McFadzean were proposed and agreed unanimously as bank signatories. 


Item 8 - Appointment of an Internal Auditor
8.1    For the last seven years Mr Ken Webb has carried out the role of Internal Auditor.  It was proposed by the Chair and agreed unanimously that Mr Webb remain in post, subject to his agreement. 

Item 9 – Minutes of the last Meeting
9.1    The minutes of the last meeting dated 13th April 2011 were agreed as correct by all Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.

Item 10 – Clerks Report

10.1 Filled in P46 for Clerks Salary as required by HMRC regarding new PAYE laws.
10.2 Finalised Annual Accounts and passed to Internal Auditor in preparation for the Annual Meeting.
10.3. Contacted Daylan Gleed to confirm they had been awarded the contract to carry out the repairs on Goatacre bus shelter.

Item 11 - Correspondence Listed
11.1  No correspondence had been received.


Item 12 – Correspondence for discussion
12.1 The Clerk had received a letter from Wiltshire Council regarding a Planning Enforcement enquiry that had been made some considerable time ago.
The Planning Enforcement Team agreed that work carried out at Goatacre Manor Care should have had Listed Building Consent and Planning Permission but had decided it would not be expedient to take formal enforcement action over the gate.
Councillors all agreed the owners of the Care Home should at least be required to apply for retrospective Planning consent.  The Clerk was asked to write to the Planning Department challenging the decision.  A copy of the letter will be sent to Calne Area Board and the Councillor who is Chair of the Planning Committee.


Item 13 – Finance
13.1  Account balances as at the end of April 2011 Current Account £2700.12 Deposit Account £13981.86.

13.2  The Annual Accounts prepared for Mazars the external Auditors, were presented to members and approved.  The Statement of Assurance was read and agreed by all members present.
13.3  The Chairman requested that up to a £300.00 non returnable float be made available for the Street Party that was being organised for Parishioners in September.  This was agreed unanimously.  It was also agreed the Clerk would pay cheques as and when requested by the Street Party Committee.
    
Item 14 - Planning
14.1   Councillors were updated on Planning Applications by a list that had been previously circulated.

Item 15 – the Queen Elizabeth II Fields Challenge

Cllr Files had not been able to find any more information, so it was agreed to make this an agenda item for the next meeting.

Item 16 - Exchange of Information

16.1  Cllr Broadhead reported that there would soon be a leaflet produced to be circulated highlighting a Parish Walk.  This was following some Cllrs walking the route to ensure it was passable.  There was only one area that was difficult to walk across but it is the intention of Cllr Broadhead to contact the Rights of Way Warden at Wiltshire Council asking if he will get in touch with the landowners to see if they would improve the condition of the path.  Alan Smith at Clevancy owns the field. 

16.2  Cllr Broadhead reported that he and Cllr Procter had viewed the prototype Road Safety DVD that HAGGIS had been involved with.  He they were very pleased with it.  It should be available for circulation in June.  It is hoped that all school children will be given a copy as well as being distributed to every household in the Parish.

16.3  Cllr Broadhead reported a groove in the road between the Chicken Farm Entrance heading towards Goatacre.  The Clerk was asked to report this to Clarence as it is very dangerous for bikes, mopeds and motorbikes.

16.4 Cllr Mastin-Lee reported that the work carried out by Wiltshire Council on the Road repairs at Goatacre was excellent.  Cllr Wilkins said that there was more work to be done yet but confirmed he had driven around both Goatacre and New Zealand and was impressed with the repairs.

16.5  Cllr Mastin-Lee enquired about the Planters for Goatacre.  Cllr Wilkins reported that he had made them approx 12 months ago and had made numerous requests with Cllr Hodgkinson to get them picked up. As they were never collected the planters have now been used elsewhere and are no longer available.

 Cllr Mastin-Lee confirmed he would continue to maintain the planter situated by the phone box in Goatacre.

16.6  Cllr Mastin-Lee asked again about the verges and when they should be cut.  The Clerk confirmed that they are on a rolling programme with Wiltshire Council.
