Item 1 – Apologies for absence
1.1  Apologies were received from Cllrs, Wilkins, Jeary Hodgkinson and Cllr Christine Crisp – Wiltshire Council
Apologies were also sent from Nick Gates who has applied for the vacant Councillor position.


Item 2 – Declaration of Interest in items on the Agenda

2.1  There were no declarations of interest in any items on the Agenda

Item 3 – Minutes of the last Meeting

3.1  Minutes from the Full Parish Council Meeting held on 6th December 2011 were approved as correct by all members present and signed by the Chairman.

Item 4 – Election of Vice Chairman
4.1 Following the resignation of Richard Broadhead a new Vice Chairman is needed.  After discussion Cllr Procter proposed Matt Moore this was seconded by Cll Mastin-Lee and agreed by all present.

Item 5 – Future Co-option
5.1 The Clerk informed Councillors that Nick Gates had been the only applicant for the vacant Parish Councillor position.  Nick was unable to attend this meeting and will therefore be officially co-opted at the next meeting.

Item 6 – Election of a Sub-Committee to discuss the production of a Neighbourhood Plan
6.1  A Small sub committee was elected Cllrs Wilkins (Chairman), Moore and Mastin-Lee or Hodgkinson (yet to be confirmed).  Other people from within the Parish will be invited to join the group.  Cllr Procter also agreed to be an active non-committee member. 
Item 7 – Clerks Report
7.1 Contacted Councillors regarding the profile information required for the Parish web site.

7.2 Sent a list of jobs to be carried out by the Parish Steward:

7.3  Jobs reported to Clarence:

     a) Placed a request for a new street light to be considered for Compton Road, Hilmarton (as per Cllr Jeary’s request at the meeting (Ref No: 285806)

7.4 Sent the Wiltshire Community History link to Cllr Procter to bring to the attention of HPHS
7.5 Sent in the Precept request to Wiltshire Council.

7.6 Put a note in the Parish Newsletter asking for volunteers to help with the Maintenance and upkeep of the BT phone box – giving Cllr Mastin-Lee as the contact.
7.7 Put a note in the Parish Newsletter re attempted theft of lead from the Church roof asking residents to be vigilant and report any activity. 
7.8 Raised the concern over the time of year when the grass cutting takes place around the Parish asking for details of cost and if the time can be rescheduled.

7.9 Acknowledged the report of Anti-social behaviour and asked in the Parish Newsletter for people to report any activities that may be distressing to neighbours.

7.10 Sent a thank you letter to Richard Broadhead for the time he served as a Parish Councillor.

7.11  Informed Wiltshire Council of the new Councillor Co-option and the Resignation of Richard Broadhead.
7.12 Posted notices at Goatacre and Hilmarton re the vacant Parish Councillor Position.
7.13 Advertised the Vacant Parish Councillor Position in the January Edition of Neighbourhood News
7.14 Wrote a letter of support for Goatacre Hall Committee regarding the proposed alterations to the Hall.  The letter will support grant-funding applications.


Item 8 – Correspondence
8.1  No correspondence was requested from the list previously circulated to members. 

Item 9 – Correspondence for discussion
9.1 An e-mail from Richard Aylen had been received requesting permission to visit our next meeting to give a short presentation about Calne Community Area Campus.  It was agreed to invite him to the April Meeting.

Item 11 – Planning
11.1  An update on previous planning applications had previously been circulated to Parish Councillors.

11.2  Planning Application N/11/04168/LBC & N/11/04165/FUL – Creation of new access from the highway following the removal of existing access – The Manor House Hilmarton.
There was no objection to this application
11.3  Planning Application N/11/04081.FUL – Replacement shed at Hilmarton Primary School 
There was no objection to this application
11.4  Application for preliminary consent for inclusion in the Pharmaceutical List.  A proposed application for a Pharmacy in Lyneham has been made.  
There was no objection to the application
11.5 Planning Application N/12/00238/FUL Detached Garage/Workshop – Ivy House Clevancy.

Councillors present were concern about the size and specification of the above application and it was agreed the Clerk should ask for comments from Cllrs Wilkins and Keevil before sending comments to Wiltshire Council.  
Item 12 – Exchange of Information

12.1 Cllr Files reported that on a couple of occasions he had removed a number of beer cans from within the Well House in Compton Road.
12.2 Cllr Files reported that 2 Street Lights were not working in Compton Road – The Clerk will report to Clarence.
12.3 Cllr Procter reported that he had now been co-opted onto the Calne Area Transport Group.  A speed monitor is available for use within the Parish we just have to identify a suitable post on which it can be erected.  Cllr Mastin Lee will look for a suitable post in Goatacre and report back to Cllr Procter.  All Councillors were asked to try and identify other suitable post around the Parish and give feedback to Cllr Procter as soon as possible.
12.4 Cllr Procter reported that work on the refuse island in Hilmarton would start on 12th March weather permitting.  It should take approximately 2 weeks for completion.
12.5 Cllr Procter reported that the pavement outside of 9 Poynder Place is badly in need of repair.  This has been reported before.  The Clerk will chase again as now 2 residents have tripped and fallen.
12.6 Cllr Procter reported that Hills have submitted and application to extract minerals and comments should be made online before 12th March.  Cllr Procter will forward the details to the Clerk who will in turn circulate to all Councillors.
12.6 Cllr Procter asked the Clerk if the prize money received for the BT phone box could be available before June.  The Clerk will check the balance.
12.7 Cllr Mastin-Lee reported that he had received the offer of help to clean the BT phone box in Goatacre.  
12.8 Cllr Mastin-Lee reported that a response from Cllr Tonge had been received.  He is still considering a reduction in speed limit for Goatacre – we await a final response with his decision.
12.9  Cllr Procter has also agreed to attend a meeting for Calne Community Area Forward.
12.10 Cllr Henly reported that he and Cllr Procter were meeting with the new Bishop of Salisbury on 29th February 2012. 

12.11 Cllr Henly reminded all present that the date for the planned street party was approaching.
