Item 1 – Apologies for absence
1.1  Apologies were received from Cllrs: McFadzean and Hodgkinson.  Cllr Broadhead phoned the Clerk and gave apologies after the meeting.

Following apologies the meeting was adjourned.  

Margie and Joan the two visitors addressed the Parish Councillors explaining their ideas to have the H.S.A Playground resurfaced and developed into a multi purpose sports facility for the School and Local Community.  The presentation was to raise awareness of the plans and to see if in principle the Parish Council were in agreement with the idea.

The project is in the very early stages so definite plans have not been established.  It was suggested that perhaps the next steps would be to consult with the Community to see how they felt about the idea and then speak to the Planning Department to see if they are likely to agree to have high fencing installed around the area, as it falls within the conservation area.

The meeting was re-opened and Margie and Joan left at this point

Item 3 – Minutes of the last Meeting

3.1  Minutes from the Full Parish Council Meeting held on 3rd May 2011 were approved as correct by all members present and signed by the Chairman.

4.1 Sent the completed Annual Accounts to Mazars the external Auditors.

4.2 Items Reports to Clarence:
a)  Groove in Road from Lyneham to Goatacre. Clarence put me through to Highways - Kristian Price advised that an application for the A3102 to be resurfaced this summer between Lyneham and Hilmarton.  I asked that he leave a note for Martin Cook, who was on holiday.  If the funding is not approved then I have requested that this particular area be repaired.
4.3 Sent a letter of thanks to Ken Webb for Auditing the Annual Accounts.
4.4 Sent a copy of the Annual Parish Report for distribution with the Parish Newsletter.

4.5 Contacted WC Enforcement Team challenging their decision regarding Goatacre Care Home.|
4.6  Looked up information and circulated to members regarding Queen Elizabeth II Field Challenge. 
4.7  Checked over Health & Safety Policy and Risk Assessment for Street Party.
4.8 Sent responses for 2 planning applications received in June.
4.9 Received a letter from PCC – Thanking the Parish Council for continuing to contribute towards the grass cutting in the Churchyard.

4.10 Contacted the insurance company regarding the Street Party cover in September. Agenda Item.
4.11 Sent an application to Calne Area Board asking them to put forward the Wiltshire Council owned field in Hilmarton for the Queen Elizabeth II Fields Challenge award.

4.12 Sent a letter of thanks to Daylan Gleed for the excellent work carried out to re-furbish Goatacre Bus Shelter.
4.13 Cllr Mastin-Lee questioned why only the Wiltshire Council owned field in Hilmarton was put forward for the Queen Elizabeth II Fields Challenge when other open spaces had been discussed at a previous meeting.  The Clerk referred to item 4.6 in the Clerks Report, which had previously been circulated to all Councillors.   It was pointed out that the field in Hilmarton was the only area to qualify under the criteria set out.

6.14 A new Lease Agreement for the land rent for the Play Park had been received from Wiltshire Council. The New 5 year Lease Agreement has a rent of £75.00 per annum.  It was agreed that Cllr McFadzean and the Clerk could sign and return the Lease agreeing to the terms.

Item 7 – Planning
7.1  An update on previous planning applications had previously been circulated to Parish Councillors.

7.2  Application N/01951/FUL – Resubmission – Lower Littlecote Farm Goatacre was discussed.  It was agreed that the area’s of concern from the previous application had now been addressed and therefore there we no objections to this application.
7.3 Application N/01983/FUL – Two storey extension – 3 Beversbrook, Hilmarton.  There were no objections to this application.

Item 8 – Street Party
Councillors agreed that they were happy to take responsibility for the Street Party so that the Parish Council Insurance would cover the event.

Item 9 – Exchange of Information

9.1 Cllr Files reported he had attended the Calne Area Board Meeting:

a) He passed on information to Calne Area Board about the Speed Watch Scheme in Hilmarton.

b) He gave a report regarding the temporary site on Portemarsh Road for recycling cardboard and plastic.

c) A new Chairman and Vice Chairman were elected – Christine Crisp – Chair, Tony Trotman – Vice Chair.
9.2 Cll Files reported that Jane Vaughan has said that the Speed Watch Signs for HAGGIS will be erected shortly.

9.2 Cll Files reported that the date for the next Lyneham Steering Group Meeting is on Thursday 21st July at 4.00pm at St Michaels Church Hall.  Cllr Files is unable to attend and therefore asked if anyone could take his place.  Please Contact Cllr Files for further details if you are able to attend.

9.3  Cllr Mastin-Lee raised a concern over the fortnightly refuse collections.  He thought this may cause an increase in fly-tipping.

9.4  Cllr Mastin-Lee asked Cllr Crisp what the Sustainable Traffic System was that Redrow were promoting in their PR Leaflet.  Cllr Crisp had no idea.
9.5 Cllr Keevil reported that the hazard chevrons sign had disappeared on the corner by Marsh Farm on the Bushton Road.  The Clerk will report to Clarence.
9.6  Cllr Jeary said she will be reporting the cars that park on the pavements in Compton Road to the Police this week.
9.7  Cllr Jeary reported that residents hedges and the School Hedge were becoming very overgrown across pavements in Poynder Place.  Cllr Jeary will report to Clarence.  An article will also be placed in the next edition of the Neighbourhood News.

9.8  Cllr Procter reported that HPHS were about to confirm receipt of a Lottery Grant for £17,100.00 for a project recording the Complete History of the Parish.  The money has been awarded

· To tell the story of the parish both past and present in order to give the community a multi format learning resource.

· To provide the community with the opportunity to acquire new skills such as researching and taking photographs, mounting exhibitions and embroidering 12 kneelers.

· To deliver a map project in the local primary school

· To conserve the BT Phone Box

· To record and conserve information, memories, maps and records that might be lost in the future and will allow public access without damage to the originals.
Cllr Procter thought there was money allocated in the Parish Council Budget to go towards the project – The Clerk will check the amount.  (Following the meeting the Clerk confirmed the amount being held was £100 – This was awarded to the Parish Council for the entry made to BT describing how we were using our adopted BT Kiosk.)
9.9 Cllr Procter reported that the HAGGIS learning disc would be available this week.  It is the intention of HAGGIS Members to visit local schools to show how it can be used and to promote road safety.

9.10  Cllr Procter reported that the pedestrian survey’s in both Hilmarton and Goatacre were now complete

9.11 Cllr Crisp said that she was unsure where the funding would come from to support the pedestrian crossings in Hilmarton and Goatacre but if there was not enough in the local budget then an application can be made to central funding.

9.12  Cllr Henly reported that there had been an attempt theft of the lead from the Church Roof and asked all Councillors to be vigilant.  If anyone notices any activity around the Church please report it.

9.13 Cllr Henly informed Councillors of the sudden death of Clive Leavey.  The funeral is to take place on Friday 8th July at 2.00pm in Hilmarton Church.
