Minutes of a Hilmarton Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 6th September 2011 in Hilmarton Community Room starting at 7.30pm

Item 1 – Apologies for absence
1.1  Apologies were received from Cllr Christine Crisp

Item 2 – Resignation
2.1  The Clerk had previously informed members of the resignation from Eddie Peckham due to ill health.  The Elections team at WC have been informed and the relevant advertising of the position has been commenced. 


Item 3 – Declaration of Interest in items on the Agenda

3.1  There were no declarations of interest in any items on the Agenda.


Item 4 – Minutes of the last Meeting

4.1  Minutes from the Full Parish Council Meeting held on 5th July 2011 were approved as correct by all members present and signed by the Chairman.


Item 5 – Clerks Report
5.1 Wrote a letter to WC to regarding Weight Restriction on Lyneham Banks.  Did not send letter as we received a letter in response to Anne Kingdons letter from WC explaining what action they are taking.

5.2 Sent comments to WC regarding the 2 planning applications discussed at the July meeting.
5.3  Wrote an article for the Parish Newsletter regarding overgrown hedges, trees and verges in the Parish.

5.4  Reported items to Clarence:
a.  Missing Chevron signage on the corner by March Farm on the Bushton Road. 

5.5  Started the process to adopt the BT kiosk at Goatacre as BT advised that they were now considering removal.

5.6  Send updated contact details to WC Highways (at their request)
5.7  Circulated details of Planning Applications to Councillors that needed a response before the next meeting.

5.8  Received a resignation letter from E Peckham.  Sent an e-mail in response saying how sorry we were to be loosing him and thanking him for his service to the Council.

5.9  Displayed posters from Noami House regarding fundraising.

5.10 Sent in comments regarding Planning Application for N/11/02498/FUL.

5.11  Chased Alexa Smith to find out why the field in Hilmarton did not appear on the registered list of nominated areas for the Queen Elizabeth II Fields Challenge.  It was confirmed that Calne Area Board have requested the field is nominated but it appears the request hasn’t yet been carried out. WC have since confirmed The field in Hilmarton will be added to the list.

5.12  Placed an advertisement in the Parish Newsletter regarding the vacant Parish Councillor Position.

5.13  Informed the Elections Team at Wiltshire Council of the vacant Parish Councillor Position and requested a statutory notice for the Parish Notice boards advertising the position.  
 
Item 6 – Correspondence
6.1  No correspondence was requested from the list previously circulated to members. 

Item 7 – Finance

7.1 Account balances inclusive of all cheques written and deposits made up to end of August 2011 Current Account £1024.02 Deposit Account £9986.42.

7.2 Cheque no 000245 paid to British Telecom for £1 for the Adopt a Kiosk Scheme.

7.3 Cheque no 000246 paid to Kevin Iles for ££56.00 for Grass Cutting.
7.4 Cheque no 000247 paid to Hilmarton PCC for £130.00 for Churchyard Maintenance. 
7.5 It was agreed that £1000.00 would be paid towards the installation of the pedestrian island in Hilmarton should the grant application via Calne Area 5 be successful.

It was also agreed that if the installation of the pedestrian island goes ahead then a further £1000 would be allocated from next years budget towards an island in Goatacre.  Unfortunately Wiltshire Council do not have the funds to install both the islands at this time although they have acknowledged the need for both the Hilmarton crossing was identified as a higher priority when all facts were considered.  
Item 8 – Planning
8.1  An update on previous planning applications had previously been circulated to Parish Councillors.

8.2  Application N/11/02822/FUL – Two storey extension – Marsh Farm Hilmarton. There were no objections to this application.

Item 9 – Street Party
9.1 Very positive feedback had been received from all that attended the Street Party.  Cllr Jeary said she wished to thank everyone involved, as the event was hugely successful and very enjoyable.

9.2 It was noted that the only negative comment that had been received was from John Rapkin in Poynder Place who wished it to be known that he did not agree with the Road Closure as he thought it was irresponsible and likely to cause road congestion. 


Item 10 – Jubilee Celebrations 2012
10.1 Following the success of the street party it was suggested that a similar event was organised to celebrate the Jubilee in June 2012.  It was agreed the event should have a 1950’s theme, food and limited drinks should be free to all Parishioners, controlled ticket sales to people connected to the Parish will be considered.  A working party was agreed and will consist of Cllrs Wilkins, Henly, Procter, Files, Jeary and McFadzean.  Cllr Wilkins said Matt Moore and John Reeves would also be asked to join the team. 

Item 11 – Exchange of Information

11.1 Cll Mastin-Lee asked if the Liaison Group at Lyneham had been wound up now a decision had been made to the future of the camp.  Cllr Files confirmed that the Liaison Committee will still be meeting and he will make a report following the next meeting due to be held on Thursday 8th September.
11.2 Cllr Procter informed members of the next HAGGIS Meeting due to be held on 20th September at 7.30pm in the Community Room.
11.3 Cllr Procter distributed copies of the Road Safety DVD that had been produced by HAGGIS.

11.4 Cllr Files asked if a bin could be located to put on the Duke side of the A3102 near to the bus shelter.  The Clerk reminded members that we had already looked into this and WC had said it was the responsibility of the Landlord to supply a bin, as the Duke Hotel owned most of the land in that area.

11.5 Cllr Files had been approached by Sue Brotherwood who had asked for the Parish Councillor Profiles to be updated for the Hilmarton Web Site.  The Clerk will collate the information to pass onto Sue.

11.6 Cllr McFadzean raised a concern regarding emptying the bin in the play park.  At the moment she disposes of the waste in her own bins however once the collection of domestic bins reduces to fortnightly she is concerned she will not be able to accommodate the quantity of rubbish she collects, especially in the summer months.  It was suggested that a notice is put in the play park asking users to take their rubbish home.  This will be monitored to see if it has an effect.   

11.7 Cllr McFadzean asked if the removal of kerbside weeds is the responsibility of WC.  The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Steward would remove them if requested to do so. 

11.8 Cllr McFazdean reported that the parking issue in Compton Road had still not been resolved and asked Cllr Jeary if there had been any feedback from the Police regarding the notices that had been posted through residents doors.  It was agreed that Cllr Jeary will follow up with PC Blake and report back what actions are being taken.

Item 12 – Date of the next meetings
12.1  The date for the next Parish Council meeting is Tuesday 4th October 2011 at 7.30pm, this maybe a Full Meeting or just a Planning Meeting as required.  All meetings are held in Hilmarton Community Room at the School Community Hall.
